The metal mining tradition of the region has left a rich array of old mine sites, linked by a
network of old trackways to the villages and cottages where the miners and their families lived.

For over 3500 years, from the Bronze Age until the early 20th century, the copper, silver and
lead ores of the area were mined. In prehistoric times, the metal ores were used to make
copper or bronze tools and weapons. Nearly 2000 years ago, the Romans came to the area in
search of metal ores. A Roman fort and lead smelting works have been found near Tal-y-bont.
In later times, Ceredigion’s mineral wealth was also well known. During the reign of Charles I,
a Royal Mint was set up at Aberystwyth Castle to mint coins from local silver.

It was during the 19th century that metal mining had its heyday in North
Ceredigion. It became a major source of employment and the villages
of the district took on a distinctly industrial character. The remains

of the later mines are still to be seen, clues to the rich mining

heritage of the county.
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
